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Maths
In Maths this week we have been learning to count up to 5o and to read and write these numbers. We’ve also been learning about odd and even numbers. 
· Can you make some large groups of objects and count them accurately. Write down how many there are. You may want to count your teddies or your cars. Maybe you could count how many forks and spoons you have in your kitchen? What other things could you count? Write down how many things you’ve counted.
· Once you’ve counted some groups of objects can you decide whether your numbers are odd or even. Can you think of any more odd and even numbers?
· Think about the number bonds that you know. What numbers add together to make 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10? Can you make some part-part whole models to show these number bonds?
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
