	To play and perform with accuracy, fluency, control and expression

Sing in 3 parts, including HARMONY


To listen to, internalise and recall sounds and patterns of sounds with accuracy and confidence.

The ‘Elements’ of music are as defined below:-

PULSE: The steady beat of a piece of music.
PITCH: How high or low a note is.  
RHYTHM:  The pattern and feel (groove) of a piece of music.   
DYNAMICS: How elements are added and changed, to give movement through a piece of music.
TEMPO: How fast or slow something is played.
TEXTURE: Layers of sound (number of instruments or voices playing together)  
STRUCTURE: The way the music is laid out (e.g. Verse, chorus, verse)
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
