School Dinners in September

All children moving up to Year 3 after the summer break will no longer be eligible
for free school meals under the government programme. If you feel you qualify for
free school meals, please apply on Oldham free school meals website.

If you wish to change your child’s provision for lunch, from packed lunches or school
dinners, please let the school office know, giving at least 3 days notice. This will
